Held on Wednesday 25th May were read and accepted. 
Matters Arising from the minutes. 
League Secretary emailed the GFA apologising for not sending an attendee to the Referees Secretaries meeting. 
League Secretary emailed Academy Sports regarding jackets, copying Bob Attwood. 

No response forthcoming even after reminder. Charities Sub-Committee subsequently made a decision to drop Academy Sports and seek backing elsewhere. 

Cheque received in lieu of Sponsorship of the Charities competition from the GMB. More details in Charities report. 

League Secretary Report.
Handbook update – Assistance provided by band of reviewers before we go to print. All now looking ok after several checks and changes, no more changes will now go in the handbook, but will be updated on the League Website. 
Pleased to announce our new League main sponsors are Bristol Street Motors. This will be an excellent partnership between the League and Bristol Street who are fully behind the community spirit of the league. This will also alleviate the need to increase costs to clubs and there will be some exciting opportunities through-out the season. Further details will follow. League Secretary and Ben Hill worked extremely hard to pull this off for the benefit of the League. 
Also pleased to announce that agreement has been reached for the GMB Union to provide Sponsorship for our Charities competition. This will also ensure our 4 Charities continue to receive their sizeable yearly donation. 

To complement the above 2 sponsors, the League has also agreed to a partnership with Macron Sports whereby Macron will donate footballs for the Charity Cup Finals and will be offering incentives to League clubs in regards to foot-balling supplies. (Strips, footballs, other football related items) More details to follow once negotiations are completed. 
Correspondence
Email received from Referee Jim Harding announcing his retirement from refereeing on the League. Letter of thanks sent to Jim on behalf of the League. A further mark of Jim’s service to the League will be made later in the year. 
Jim joined the league in 1966 and is now aged 76. He is going to stay involved with assessing and on the Youth League as well as continuing his role as an FA Tutor. 

Request received from Prestbury Rovers seeking to move their game v FC Barometrics on 3/9 due to Allotments Produce Show being held on Prestbury Playing Fields. 

They have also requested a move of their game v Northway on 10/9 due to a wedding and a number of their players being invited. The League have moved both of these games, however a dim view is taken on any move for a wedding as this should have been known about in plenty of time, and indeed the season has been widely advertises as taking place between 30th August 2011 to 5th May 2012. 
Request from Moreton Rangers to postpone fixture on 3/9 due to the wedding of their manager. Request approved and game will be moved to 12/9 at Civil Service. See above view regarding this type of request. 

Request from Andoversford to have an early kick-off in their game v AC Olympia so the ground can be free for a cricket match due to start at 2pm. League fixtures Secretary to look at moving the game to the away side as this is deemed unacceptable to ask a club to kick off so early. 

GFA
GFA are due at the Club Meeting on August 10th to give a briefing on the new Match Based Discipline systems for the new season. They will be asked to provide the briefing first prior to the rest of the meeting taking place. 
League Secretary offered and accepted a place on the GFA Disciplinary Committee for season 2011-2012. 

League Chairman asked informally by County Cups Committee Chairman if the League would be prepared to Co-opt a member of the committee (Referees Secretary) to the County Cup Committee. Committee to discuss this with Carl Williams, but felt we would only nominate if full voting rights were given. League Secretary to write to David Neale at the GFA with these views. It was also felt that the Current County Cup Committee operating without email actually slowed down the process and this view would also be included in the correspondence to David Neale.

Any Other Business
Pitch Inspections for our new clubs and some of our existing clubs who previously committed to upgrade their facilities will now be carried out in August when all clubs facilities should be up and running.

Finaly Rovers are currently in dispute with Abbeymead Rovers regarding pitch costs from last season. This is being investigated by the GFA, so no League involvement unless asked by the GFA to get involved.

Hatherley Rangers and FC Lakesides agreement with St. Marks to use their pitch at KGV will be the subject of an action on our Chairman to discuss with St. Marks secretary Paul Bonner.
