5. Alterations to rules – as distributed
League Chairman went though these on the big screen and the presentations are available as required. 

There were some new rules proposed by Fintan FC. These all failed after voting apart from 11(e).

Charity Cup Rules to mainly take into account the group stages all passed unanimously. 

There will be a separate grid in the year book for Fines and Fees as mandated by the FA. These all passed unanimously. 

6. Repeat Substitutions

The Management Committee recommended going with the County Cup rules on this which were 3 rolling substitutes from 3 named. However there were counter proposals from both Dowty Dynamos and Tewkesbury Town for 3 rolling substitutes from 5 named.. 
An amendment was then proposed by Andoversford which went for 5 rolling substitutes from 5 named. 

This amendment went to the vote and was voted as 34 for and 7 against. Therefore the other proposals were no longer on the table and for the new season it will be 5 rolling substitutes from 5 named. The League Secretary reminded Clubs that this was still at the discretion of the match referee and if he felt there was clear time wasting going on, he could then chose not to permit any further rolling substitutions. 
7. Appointments of Officers and Management Committee
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Due to ill health Mr R. Attwood has stood down as one of the Leagues’ Vice Chairman. He has however accepted the role of League Vice President. 

Mr B. Hill has accepted the role of one of the Leagues’ Vice Chairman in Mr R. Attwoods’ place. 

Unfortunately Mr D. Vaux had to stand down from the Management Committee as he was now working in another location. 

The League is delighted to announce Mr Iain Sercombe (New Car Sales Manager at Bristol Street Motors Ford, Cheltenham) has accepted a place on Management Committee. Mr Sercombe has been a tremendous supporter of the League since arriving at Bristol Street and will bring more top level business support to the Committee. 
8. Honoraria – 
Proposals as highlighted accepted unanimously. This is a rise of £150 spread over the 8 officers. Given the time they spend on League duties, this is a very small award to recognise that time and effort. 
9. Gratuity to the Victory Club Steward. Accepted unanimously. 
10. Donation to the Victory Club. Accepted unanimously.   
11. Constitution of the League for season 2015-2016. This was presented on the big screen and explained that we had a net reduction of 6 teams which is the lowest since World War Two. 
We have 64 teams for next season which means we have to drop to 5 Divisions vice 6. This will provide a healthy amount of games for all of our clubs with Division 1-4 having 13 teams and Division 5 having 12 teams. 

The constitution was passed unanimously. 

There will be a revised structure for the Charity Cup and this will be discussed at the Charity Cup / Rules Revision meeting to be held next week. 

Action on League Secretary to send the new Constitution to all Clubs and the GFA straight after the meeting. Hopefully the GFA will then use this for the County Cup Classifications. 
12. Dates for the commencement & conclusion of the playing season 2015-2016 will be 1st September 2015, to commence and conclude on the date of the Senior Charities Cup Final.
