Treasurers Report
Matt sends his apologies but reports:

 
I have now allowed for everything I am aware of up to end of April (excluding camera which is assumed from next season’s fund) and we are looking at c. £10,900, leaving £900 to spend. This also doesn’t include any receipt from the GFA to cover IT equipment, which is estimated at £600.
 

My view is that if we are looking to buy first aid kits, we should go for the better (and therefore more expensive) kits. These kits cost £1,200 in total, which leaves us c. £300 below our self imposed minimum this season, though with plenty to spare if we take into account the GFA grant.

 

My proposal is therefore to spend the £1200 now, hopefully we will know about the grant before I finalise the accounts (in which case I can include it), but if not, will explain in my notes that we have dropped below £10,000 because of the purchase of IT equipment, that we fully expect to book in next season’s accounts. The absolute worst case is we don’t get the grant (for some reason) and have to top the account back up by £300 next season, which will be no problem at all.
Decision made by the Committee to purchase the first aid kits as Matt recommends above and hand these out to Clubs at the August Club meeting.
