(This past weekend, our Referees Secretary reports that the referee of the day reported all was good with the pitch markings.)

Referee reports major abuse during his officiating of the Civil Service v Whaddon United game including a threat of physical violence in which the Whaddon United Manager did nothing to assist. This has all now gone to the GFA, but we should potentially consider our own action given the referee in question has stood down from all adult football officiating. 

Whaddon then put down the wrong players name who had been sent off in this game by mistake which led to a lot of confusion before they sorted this out.

Email received from Malvern Vale in regards to several of their players wanting to be de-registered as they feared Malvern Vale Reserves were going to fold and they did not wish to be part of any debt owed. 
In discussion with PT, it was felt the players should just remain registered or transfer to another club. Nothing more heard back from Steve Dallow since. Important point to note, all players signed on at the start of the season will be liable to a portion of any debt should a club fold.
