1. League Secretary
Referee assistants’ flags. Sent an email out to all clubs stating an instruction from the league that clubs have to provide these unless the Referee chooses to use their own.

I have noted a couple of times that quite a few league secretaries use their work addresses for email. I then get an out of office if they are away from work. This automatically makes me think they are away and therefore have not notified me as such which is a rule breach. I then find they are still reading their football emails so are not in breach of the rule. It may be something secretaries might like to tip me off about to save me from thinking it is a rule breach. 

2. Treasurer
Iain is going to do a forecast for the year in terms of finance for the year ahead. Fees have gone out and money has come back in. 

3. Fixtures
It is looking good on paper, having problems with some of the grounds which are still not fit to play on. Some clubs are still not able to play home games, so John is moving fixtures accordingly. CBC have done little to the pitches and John has been looking at Council pitches confirming a lot of them are in a poor state.

County Cups going ahead, start to look at Minor and Primary Charity Cups started. Junior Charity Cup is underway. 

Ben H offered Plock Court and will look at costs to get information to clubs if they are struggling for venues. Action on Ben.

Tony to check pitch sizes and min and max requirements. Action on Tony. 

4. Registrations
A couple of pitch signing issues, 1228 players registered, 16 transfers to date. 

5. Results
Some problems with a club on results, but things now picking up. Some late team-sheets and notifications chased up. 
Thinking forward to next season where we are talking about online team-sheets, let us have a plan in the new year to take some actions. 

6. Referees
85 out of 88 appointments covered so far up until the 11th October. We have just been short of Referees. Some Club referees now going to do the official course and now going to do some games. 
One low marked report and two positive reports on Referee performances. 
Discussion around Referees on the Stroud League and how they appear to be struggling for Referees. There is some dialogue between the leagues, but a certain individual is making some un-realistic demands for Referees.
